Moving Forward is a campaign to help reduce congestion and pollution in Somerset. SCC actively promotes the development and operation of travel plans. This is achieved through planning applications, and voluntary business and workplace initiatives (including SCC’s own travel plan for its County Hall site).

SOMERSET’S LOCAL TRANSPORT PLAN:
Somerset County Council’s support for travel plans is guided by the broader framework of the Local Transport Plan. This support car sharing, walking, cycling, motorcycle and public transport use. This is coupled with minimising the need to travel, through better planning and provision of local facilities (e.g. remote, flexible and teleworking, and close proximity of homes and workplaces). This all should form part of a travel plan.
Travel plan policies can help to deliver a better quality of life for Somerset’s residents, employees and visitors. Such actions can improve air quality, help manage traffic levels, and improve public transport services to enhance the overall sustainability of local communities. From a business perspective, operational costs and strategic risks are reduced, and social and environmental credibility and performance is enhanced.

EXPECTATIONS OF YOUR TRAVEL PLAN:

Any Travel Plan which is submitted to SCC, or which is operational within the Somerset area, is expected to show clearly how measures in the travel plan will deliver its intended outcomes. Travel plans must mitigate traffic through modal shift. Measures should be designed to address impacts of travel generated by staff, visitors/customers, and goods/deliveries. This information must be set within a local context at a site-specific level of detail. Current national and local guidance and innovative local ideas are expected to have informed the approach taken in preparing the travel plan. The Travel Plan should be seen as a ‘movement strategy’ to guide all future decisions related to travel.
